WHERFEAS; Wisconsin is home to numerous organizations committed to raising awareness about
the importance of blood donation, including the American Red Cross, which distributes approximately 40
percent of the nation’s blood and blood component supply; and

WHEREAS; on this occasion, the state of Wisconsin thanks all blood donors and encourages
individuals across the state to embrace the Wisconsin values of kindness, respect, empathy, and
compassion by supporting local blood drives and blood donation efforts this month and throughout the
new year;
