programming offered by the American Red Cross; and

members and their families before, during, and after deployment through emergency

WHEREAS; Red Cross Biomedical Services also served hospitals across Wisconsin throughout 

the year, and countless lives were saved because of blood donations collected at statewide blood 

drives; and  

WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin joins the American Red Cross and dedicated 

partners across the state and nation in working to ensure that all Wisconsinites are prepared for 

disasters and emergencies and to help their fellow neighbors in times of need;
