WHEREAS; athletic trainers have a long history of providing quality healthcare for athletes and
others engaged in regular physical activity, and there are more than 1,000 licensed athletic trainers in
Wisconsin; and

the importance of athletic training, injury prevention, and recovery, outlining the crucial role that
athletic trainers have in the provision of quality healthcare services; and

WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin joins all Wisconsinites in expressing deep
gratitude to the state’s athletic trainers for their unwavenng dedication to building a healthier, stronger,
and more resilient Wisconsin for all;
