WHEREAS; from immersive camping retreats at state and national parks and museum 

exploration trips to volunteering at local food pantries and running their own cookie-sale 

business, Girl Scouts have endless opportunities to learn, lead, and thrive; and 

WHEREAS; Girl Scouting in Wisconsin is able to flourish thanks to the contributions of 

thousands of adult volunteers, all of whom are deeply committed to helping girls become 

courageous and confident leaders who make the world a better place; and  

WHEREAS; this week, the state of Wisconsin joins the Girl Scout Councils of Badgerland, 

Lakes and Pines, Manitou, Northwestern Great Lakes, and Wisconsin Southeast in celebrating 

the Girl Scouts of the USA Movement—and the tens of thousands of girls it serves—for their 

countless contributions over the past 114 years;
