WHEREAS; NDTRs in Wisconsin’s communities work in a wide range of professional settings
ranging from hospitals, schools, public health clinics, nursing homes, and fitness centers to the
food industry, grocery stores, universities, research facilities, and private practice; and

WHEREAS; today, the state of Wisconsin joins NDTRs across the state in advocating for the
advancement of the well-being and nutrition of all people in Wisconsin and around the world;
