WHEREAS; today, the state of Wisconsin joins DATCP, in partnership with farmers, producers, and
agribusinesses across the state, in celebrating Agricultlire Trade Day, reaffirming the state’s commitment to
supporting Wisconsin’s farmers and their families and recognizing the important role that the agriculture
industry plays in ensuring the state’s economic, environmental, and cultural prosperity;
