WHEREAS; according to data from the United States Bureau of Economic Analysis, the creative
sector, including visual arts, theater, music, dance, literature, advertising, architecture, design, fashion, film,
publishing, software, TV and radio, video game design, and more, contributed $11.9 billion to Wisconsin’s
economy and provided more than 89,000 jobs across the state in 2022; and

WHEREAS; further, Americans for the Arts reported that Wisconsin’s nonprofit cultural sector
generated more than $933 million in economic activity in 2022; and

WHEREAS; on this occasion, the state of Wisconsin encourages all Wisconsinites to engage with
cultural and creative opportunities and joins dedicated advocates and organizations across the state in
celebrating the state’s abundant creative resources, encouraging all Wisconsinites to engage with cultural and
creative opportunities, and reaffirming local and statewide commitments to supporting and investing in
Wisconsin’s creative industries and assets;
