WHEREAS; according to the Organ Procurement and Transplantation Network, over 48,000
organ transplants occurred in 2024, a 3.3 percent increase from the year before and more than 23
percent increase since 2020, which is a testament to the life-saving work of organ procurement
organizations and countless registered organ donors across the country; and

WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin honors the nearly three million registered organ,
tissue, and eye donors across the state for their generosity and encourages all eligible Wisconsinites to
register as donors, support local blood drives, and give the gift of life through donation;
