‘ -rainfall in August, which set a new 24-hour rainfall record for the state and caused significant damage to homes,
i buildings, infrastructure, and natural areas; and

WHEREAS; Wireless Emergency Alerts, National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration Weather

Radios, and local news outlets are effective means of receiving timely warning information during severe
weather; and

| WHEREAS, collaboration between local authorities, emergency responders, and Wisconsinites can
| mitigate the impact of severe weather events and speed recovery efforts; and

WHEREAS; on Thursday, April 16, 2026, Wisconsin residents are encouraged to participate in statewide

tornado drills at 1:45 p.m. and 6:45 p.m., during which they can practice going to their tornado shelter locations
and discuss preparedness with their families; and

| plans to become more resilient and-reduce the risks andcosts of severe weather events; and
