Chithirai, which is aligned with the solar cycle of the lunisolar calendar and typically falls on
or around April 14 every year on the Gregorian calendar; and

WHEREAS; on this occasion, Tamil people greet one another by saying “Puthaandu
vaazhthugal!” (L& & mevor(h) 6UMLDE &I EH6IT) or “Iniya puthaandu nalvaazhthugal!”
(@ el LG mevor(h) [56V6UTLD S 18 86MT), which is equivalent to “Happy New Year”
in English; and

WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin joins dedicated organizations, cultural
groups, and Tamil people across the state in celebrating the vibrant culture and longstanding

history of the Tamil community in Wisconsin and wishes a happy new year to all who
celebrate;

NOW, THEREFORE, 1, Tony Evers, Governor of the State of Wisconsin,
do hereby proclaim April 14, 2025, as

TAMIL NEW YEAR

throughout the State of Wisconsin, and I commend this observance
to all our state’s residents.
