WHEREAS; starting with the 2028 graduating class, Wisconsin also now requires students to complete at
least 0.5 credit of personal financial literacy to graduate from a school district, which will help work to ensure
every student has the tools and skills to make smart financial and budgeting decisions to prepare for their future;
