WHEREAS; this month and throughout the year, the state of Wisconsin joins all Wisconsinites in
recognizing the 50th anniversary of the Southeast Asian diaspora and celebrating the state’s vast and
vibrant Southeast Asian American communities, leaders, veterans, and residents for their countless
contributions to the state;
