WHEREAS; each year, dedicated service organizations and individuals across the state
honor the memory of all those lost in war by distributing poppy flowers to Wisconsinites during

the month of May, including on National Poppy Day, the Friday before Memorial Day, which
this year falls on May 22nd; and

WHEREAS; this month and every month, the state of Wisconsin recognizes veterans for
their service and honors those who have made the ultimate sacrifice in service to their country;

NOW, THERETFORE, 1, Tony Evers, Governor of the State of Wisconsin,
do hereby proclaim May 2026 as

throughout the State of Wisconsin, and I commend this observance
to all our state’s residents.
