WHEREAS; investing in, protecting, and supporting women’s health and ensuring that every
woman has access to quality healthcare must be a top priority; and

their mental and physical well-being; and

WHEREAS; the health and prosperity of Wisconsin depends upon the health and prosperity of
Wisconsin women, and all women are encouraged to take steps to stay active, eat well, care for
their mental health, and schedule regular check-ups and screening to live their healthiest and

WHEREAS; this week, the state of Wisconsin joins all Wisconsinites in raising awareness of
women’s health issues, working to increase access to quality healthcare for all women,
eliminating existing disparities in health outcomes that women face, and supporting the health
and well-being of every woman in Wisconsin;
