WHEREAS; dairy farming is the state’s past, present, and will be a key part of its future, and
whether it is baked, fried, squeaky, shredded, or sliced, Wisconsin cheese is adored by folks in
Wisconsin and all over the world; and

WHEREAS; today, the state of Wisconsin joins all Wisconsinites in recognizing the state’s
committed cheesemakers, dairy farmers, and all members of the dairy industry for their vital
contributions to Wisconsin’s cultural and economic livelihood;
