WHEREAS; today, the state of Wisconsin joins the communities involved in Make Music Day 

Wisconsin in celebrating the creation of music and recognizing music as a universal language 

capable of uniting all Wisconsinites and people; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Tony Evers, Governor of the State of Wisconsin, 

do hereby proclaim June 21 2024 as 

MAKE MUSIC DAY WISCONSIN
