history and contributions of Muslim Americans are often neglected or defaced by prejudice, 

discrimination, xenophobia, and Islamophobia; and  

WHEREAS; hate, injustice, and anti-Muslim rhetoric in all forms must be dispelled through 

education, awareness, and meaningful action so that the rich and vibrant Muslim communities in 

Wisconsin and across the nation can continue to thrive; and 

WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin joins all Wisconsinites in denouncing all forms 

of hate, embracing diversity, celebrating the many contributions of Muslim Americans across the 

state and country, and working towards a Wisconsin that is a safe, diverse, welcoming, and 

inclusive place for all; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Tony Evers, Governor of the State of Wisconsin, 

do hereby proclaim July 2025 as 

MUSLIM AMERICAN HERITAGE MONTH
