WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin joins all Wisconsinites in denouncing
all forms of hate, embracing diversity, celebrating the many contributions of Muslim
Americans across the state and country, and working towards a Wisconsin that is a safe,
diverse, welcoming, and inclusive place for all;
