librarians and staff, libraries also offer periodicals, audiobooks, and e-books, making the path to 

reading more accessible than ever; and  

WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin joins libraries, librarians, and library staff, 

supporters, and advocates in encouraging all Wisconsinites to sign up for a library card, visit 

their local library, and support local libraries across the state;
