WHEREAS; in partnership with the Wisconsin 529 College Savings Program, Wisconsin’s
institutions of higher education—including the Wisconsin Technical College System, the UW System,
also known as the Universities of Wisconsin, and the Wisconsin Association of Independent Colleges and
Universities—work to make higher education a reality for individuals across the state; and

Institutions in promoting the utilization of the Wisconsin 529 College Savings Program and its college
savings plans and encourages all individuals and families across the state to save for higher education;
