Hmong Americans to strengthen social ties, maintain cultural identity, and pass on traditions to the next
generation; and

WHEREAS; cultural celebrations like the Hmong New Year also serve as learning opportunities that can
help people of all backgrounds better understand one another and build a brighter, more inclusive future; and

WHEREAS; in recognition of the diversity within Hmong communities across Wisconsin and

nationwide, a specific Hmong New Year date is not observed, but rather, a Hmong New Year season is
recognized; and

WHEREAS; on this occasion, the state of Wisconsin celebrates the contributions of Hmong

Wisconsinites to the historical, cultural, and economic fabric of the state and wishes all Hmong Wisconsinites a
very happy new year;

NOW, THEREFORE, 1, Tony Evers, Governor of the State of Wisconsin,
do hereby proclaim September — December 2024 as

HMONG NEW YEAR SEASON

throughout the State of Wisconsin, and I commend this observance
to all our state’s residents.
