WHEREAS; knowing when to ask others for help, especially when it comes to matters of 

mental, emotional, and physical health, is critical for implementing effective self-care practices; 

and  

WHEREAS; understanding how stress can affect an individual and being aware of the physical 

symptoms that stress can manifest, such as headaches, low energy, upset stomach, aches and 

pains, and insomnia, is key to discovering techniques to reduce stress and improve well-being; 

and 

WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin encourages all individuals to take the opportunity 

to reflect on their health and recognize that practicing self-care can be a critical tool in building 

resilience and improving mental, emotional, and physical health; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Tony Evers, Governor of the State of Wisconsin,
