WHEREAS; the state of Wisconsin recognizes the importance of celebrating farmers,
investing in their health and well-being, and implementing innovative public policies to
support farmers and the agricultural industry and encourage the flourishing of their farms and
of the lives of Wisconsinites throughout the state;
