WHEREAS; the last week in September is designated annually as Blue Star Welcome Week to 

recognize the active-duty and transitioning military families who relocate to new communities 

each year and to better support their connections to neighbors and develop a network of mutual

WHEREAS; this week, the state of Wisconsin joins all Wisconsinites in thanking military 

families across the state for their service and celebrating their strength, resilience, sacrifice, and 

contributions to their communities and nation; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Tony Evers, Governor of the State of Wisconsin, 

do hereby proclaim September 21 through 29 2024 as 

BLUE STAR WELCOME WEEK
