WHERFEAS; in collaboration with the Wisconsin Farm to School Network, DATCP’s Farm to School and
Institution Program supports local food businesses, equitable food systems, and supply chain developments by
connecting food suppliers to local procurement initiatives, promotes student access to local nutrition, agricultural
engagement, and educational opportunities, and in 2023, piloted the Wisconsin Farm to School Grant Program,
investing $250,000 in eight initiatives across the state; and

WHEREAS; the Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction (DPI) supports student access to nutritious
local foods, educational and enrichment experiences, and school garden development through school meal
programs, procurement opportunities, and training for school food service professionals; and

WHEREAS; every school year, Wisconsin schools invest in local foods to serve millions of meals to kids
across the state, creating an important and reliable market for local farm products and economic opportunities for
producers and communities; and

WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin joins DATCP and DPI, along with kids and families across

the state, in expressing appreciation for local farmers, resilient and thriving local food systems, and school
nutrition professionals;
