WHEREAS; Wisconsin is home to more than 250 licensed cranberry growers, many of whom 

are multi-generational farmers who continue to demonstrate exceptional dedication, innovation, 

and stewardship of the land, ensuring the sustainability and productivity of acres of cranberry 

marsh and surrounding wetlands; and  

WHEREAS; the state’s dedicated cranberry growers, farmers, processors, and distributors play 

an important role in Wisconsin’s collective heritage, culture, and identity, and the cranberry 

industry continues to show immense strength, resilience, and innovation; and  

WHEREAS; ensuring the long-term success of the industry is vital for the state’s economic 

future and for the future of the growers, farmers, producers, and their families, who have been 

the backbone of this state for generations; and  

WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin reaffirms its commitment to serving as a 

steadfast partner to cranberry growers and farmers, the agriculture industry, and rural 

communities, and joins all Wisconsinites in honoring all members of the state’s cranberry 

industry for their hard work and contributions; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Tony Evers, Governor of the State of Wisconsin,
