WHEREAS; maintaining cybersecurity is a responsibility shared by all, and awareness of essential personal
and organizational cyber safety practices will improve the security of Wisconsin’s information, infrastructure, and
economy; and

WHEREAS; for more than 20 years, Cybersecurity Awareness Month has been observed on the national level
to inspire, engage, and inform members of the public about the opportunities available within the area of

cybersecurity and highlight how building the cybersecurity workforce enha.nces the nation’s security and promotes
economic prosperity; and

WHEREAS; this month, the state of Wisconsin joins the Wisconsin Department of Agriculture, Trade and
Consumer Protection, in partnership with the Wisconsin Department of Administration and Wisconsin Emergency
Management, a division of the Wisconsin Department of Military Affairs, in encouraging Wisconsinites to protect
their identity, data, and devices while using the internet, and reaffirms its commltments to providing the resources and
information necessary to stay safe online and connect with confidence;
