nationally through indirect and direct costs; and 

WHEREAS; a doctor of optometry can detect over 270 diseases, including high blood pressure, 

high cholesterol, diabetes, glaucoma, macular degeneration, autoimmune disorders, cancer, and 

more; and 

WHEREAS; taking a comprehensive eye exam with a primary eye healthcare provider, doctor of 

optometry, or as part of an annual healthcare routine is a simple step to help protect one’s vision 

and ensure early diagnosis of and treatment for visual system diseases; and 

WHEREAS; this week, the state of Wisconsin joins doctors, advocates, and the healthcare 

industry in raising public awareness of the importance of eye health and vision care and in 

encouraging all Wisconsinites to proactively take care of their vision by seeking regular in-

person, comprehensive eye exams by licensed eye doctors;
