WHEREAS; massage therapy is an option that patients who suffer from health issues may
utilize, including individuals with high blood pressure, arthritis, back pain, and headaches, as well
as those who are seeking help with chronic pain management, behavioral health treatment,
rehabilitation and physical training, and treatment of acute medical conditions; and

WHEREAS; Wisconsin’s licensed massage therapists are dedicated to the highest standards
of care and professionalism and maintain these standards through education and credentialing; and

WHEREAS; this week, the state of Wisconsin joins the massage therapy community in
raising awareness of the potential benefits of massage therapy and thanking massage therapists
across the state for their dedicated service to the health and well-being of Wisconsinites;
