WHEREAS; it is important to recognize that, for years, local public safety programs across the 

state have been asked to do more with less, which is why the state of Wisconsin has been proud 

to make historic investments to provide first responders with the tools and resources they require 

to meet the needs of their communities and continue their life-saving work; and 

WHEREAS; today, the state of Wisconsin joins all Wisconsinites, along with dedicated 

advocates and organizations, in recognizing first responders in the state and across the nation for 

their service, sacrifice, and dedication to the communities they serve; 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, Tony Evers, Governor of the State of Wisconsin, 

do hereby proclaim October 28 2024 as 

NATIONAL FIRST RESPONDERS DAY 

throughout the State of Wisconsin and I commend this observance 

to all our state’s residents.
