WHEREAS; Hire a Veteran Week highlights the importance of recruiting, hiring, and retaining
veterans in the workforce; and

WHEREAS; equipped from their service in the United States Armed Forces, veterans bring
unique experiences and expertise to the workplace and possess leadership skills, professionalism,
discipline, and specialized knowledge; and

WHEREAS; veterans often face challenges when returning to civilian life, and investments are
needed to support and uplift veterans and their families through expanded access to housing,
higher education, job training, and mental and behavioral health support; and

WHEREAS; the Wisconsin Department of Veterans Affairs (WDVA) has long maintained its
commitment to helping veterans succeed in their civilian lives by offering vital assistance to
them and their families with one of the strongest collections of state benefits in the nation, and
