WHEREAS; in addition to their extraordinary work under ordinary circumstances, public health 

workers are also on the frontlines of preparing for, combatting, and resolving public health crises 

as they arise, including most notably, throughout the challenges of the global coronavirus 

pandemic of the past few years; and

gratitude to Wisconsin’s public health heroes for their unwavering dedication to and continued 

support for building a healthier, stronger, and more resilient Wisconsin for all;
