WHEREAS; according to the American Osteopathic Association, osteopathic physicians account 

for approximately 11 percent of all physicians in the United States, and the American 

Association of Colleges of Osteopathic Medicine reports that more than 25 percent of all 

American medical students choose to practice osteopathic medicine; and 

WHEREAS; on this occasion, the state of Wisconsin joins in recognizing 150 years of 

osteopathic medicine and thanks the osteopathic physicians and medical students who dedicate 

their careers and lives to bringing quality care to patients and the healthcare industry across the 

state of Wisconsin;
